Essential Cookies. Essential cookies are necessary for the Site to function / operate effectively, enable you to move around 
it and to use the related services and features of the Site.

They allow us to remember 
information such as language settings or other local settings and customise the Site accordingly.

Location The user’s approximate address (city, state, 
country, postal code) as determined by the IP 
address is retained in order to automatically select

Mobile If the user is viewing the Site on a mobile device, a 
cookie is set to indicate that the main website was 
selected and allow for the optimisation and 
reformatting of the Site for the applicable mobile 
device and related scope of functionality.

Reference site The reference site is recorded to better understand 
the user’s preference

Last visit and activity Date of last visit and activity and other information 
is recorded to provide users with an update on 
“what’s changed on the site since your last visit,” 
and to better understand the user’s preferences.

Recently watched video Date and title of recently viewed images and / or 
watched video is recorded to be able to better 
understand the user’s preferences.

Flash Cookies Flash cookies are used to enable audio and video 
content to be played.

Page history Page history cookies are used to track the 
sequence of pages the user has visited. In 
addition, if the user gets an error message while 
visiting the Site, the cookie information is saved to 
a log file for error reporting and resolution.

Social Plug-in Tracking Cookies. Such cookies are used to track members [and non-members] of social media networks for 
market research analytics, and product development.

Facebook Cookies are used to track Facebook members [and 
non-members] for market research analytics, and 
product development.

Twitter Such cookies are used to track members [and non- 
members] for market research analytics, and 
product development.

Analytics Cookies. Analytics cookies collect information about your use of the Site, actions performed, behavioural 
aggregation or common use patterns and enable us to improve the way it works. In explanation, analytics cookies show us 
the most frequently visited pages, help us record any difficulties you have or may experience, and allows us to evaluate the 
effectiveness of our advertising whether our advertising is effective or not. This allows us to see the overall patterns of usage 
on the Site, rather than the usage of a single person.
